Question:
The instruction for use shall contain according to clause 8.e.2 the performance of impact attenuation:

1) s it sufficient if at least the highest (poorest) result according to clause 6.3.4 (ambient, wet, high and low temperature test) is
mentioned?

2) Instead of the exact recorded value obtained during type approval, is it acceptable that the manufacturer states at least the
minimum requirement value given by the standard for the claimed performance level?

Solution:
1) Yes, because this value (e.g. mean value for wet test) determines the performance level in the marking.
More results can be given if desired by the manufacturer.
2) No. This would not be acceptable.
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
